Records Management   

Records management has long suffered from being marginalized as a secondary task. 
Only now, with the need to ensure compliance with government regulations such as the 
Sarbanes -Oxley Act, are organizations starting to prioritize this important aspect of the  
business cycle. Imperatives in this area include the need for clearly assigned records 
management responsibility overall and within departments, the need for continuously 

updated records that minimize outdated information within the organization, and of 
course, the ultimate need to maximize transparency and protect the organization from 
audit and legal worries. Finally, a good records management policy ensures the 
preservation of vital company information in the case of disaster.
